EVENT INFORMATION: 
 

 The 4th Alarm Chili Cook-Off will take place on Saturday, November 18, 2017 from 6:00pm-
10:00pm. 

 The chili cook-off will be held indoors at the California Automobile Museum. 
 Upon arrival, please check in with the Event Manager for registration, wristband and table 

assignment. 
 During the event all guests will have the opportunity to taste/judge chili while touring the auto 

museum.  The event will also include beer tasting, live music, raffle and silent auction. 
 

RULES/REQUIREMENTS FOR CHILI COOK-OFF ENTRY:  
 

 To participate in the chili cook-off an entry fee of $30.00 is due at time of registration. 
 Each team will be limited to a maximum of three (3) people.  Additional supporters are welcome 

to attend the event by purchasing tickets at $30/each. 
 Each team will have a head chef responsible for cooking no less than 4 gallons of chili for 

sampling.   
 All chili must be cooked prior to the contest and brought to the contest warm and ready to be 

served.  
 Contestants may arrive as early as 3:30pm to begin setup.  
 Contestants must arrive and be ready to serve by 5:30pm. 
 All contestants must supply all of their own ingredients, serving spoon, and heat source.  A 

crockpot, hotplate and/or chafing dish is recommended (chafing dish with Sterno preferred).  In 
order to limit the amount of electricity used each contestant will be provided only one (1) plug 
for electricity.  Each contestant must bring their own extension cord.  No gas burners or fumes 
will be permitted inside the building. 

 Firefighters Burn Institute will provide, spoons and cups for sampling, table, table cloth & chairs.  
 All chili entries must be made from scratch/homemade.  You can do any chili variation, use any 

ingredients and use your choice of meat (or vegetarian).  Be prepared to submit a list of 
ingredients to guests who may have allergen questions/concerns. 

 Decorating your team table is encouraged but not required. 
 Chili accompaniments/garnish (i.e.: onions, cheese, corn bread, etc.) is permitted but not 

required. 
 Judging will be determined by the people’s choice.  Guests are invited to taste all entries and 

vote for their favorite.  The chili entry with the most votes will be crowned the 2017 Firefighters 
Burn Institute 4th Alarm Chili Cook-Off Champion!  Trophies and cash prizes will be distributed to 
the top three chili participants.  Winners of the chili cook-off will be announced at the event. 

 Voting tickets will be distributed at the event for guest voting.  
 Judging considerations:  appearance, taste, texture, color, aroma & consistency. 
 Most importantly…let’s have FUN and raise money for a great cause!!!
